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From fighting for our lives in the streets against police
terrorism, to queer and trans folks bashing back against
fascist attacks, to defending sacred lands and water from
infrastructure developments facilitated by state violence
and resource colonialism, these moments and movements
are the result of ongoing resistance that has been waged for
hundreds of years on these lands.
